Some people may have vomiting and diarrhea, though
this is more common in children than adults.

Get your flu shot

Cover coughs and sneezes

Eat right and drink plenty of water
Get plenty of sleep
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Custodial staff, office staff, teachers, and students
are all taking extra precautions to ward off the evil

Students may use the antibacterial
cleaner di spenser in each c
convenient for him/her to wash hands in a lavatory
basin. Desktops are wiped frequently with Clorox
wipes, and keyboards are cleaned with a canned
