Christmas vacation is over, and Monday morn-
ing found many St. Anne students at a computer 
taking not one, but two AR tests over books they 
read during their time òoff.ó  Students in grades 
2 through 8 are required to read AR books and 
pass the accompanying tests to earn points based 
on the bookõs reading level and the studentõs ac-
curacy percentage on the tests. 

 
With two weeks of vacation from school, many 
students took advantage of their òfreedom-from-
homeworkó to catch up or get ahead on their 
reading and AR tests.  So, as soon as students 
returned Monday morning, the St. Anne com-
puters were humming with AR testing and an-
swers. During the first 4 school days of 2015--
students have taken 260 tests, earned 610 
points, and scored an average of 90% on the 
tests! Way to go, readers!
