of  particles  or  of  bodies  in  which  each  exerts  a 
force  upon  the  other,  causing  the  exchange  of

Examples would be when a baseball hits a bat or a tennis racket hits 
a tennis ball.  Junior high students studied collisions of marbles of 
various sizes and noted such results as when the shooter marble 
changed directions or what happened to the target marble in the col-
lision.  

Students also studied 
the Coreolis effect, 
which is a deflection of 
moving objects when 
they are viewed in 
a rotating reference 
frame .  The effect is 
thought to be responsi-
ble for large scale 
weather patterns and 
the direction the water 

swirls down the sink 
(although it gener-
ally isn't).  
Students also stud-
ied convection , the 
transfer of heat  
by the circulation or 
movement of a liq-
uid or gas.   
And finally they 
learned about con-
duction , which in 
physics is the trans-
fer of heat between 
two parts of a stationary system, caused 
by a temperature difference between 
the parts.
